One of Monmouthshire’s Best Medieval

Length of Walk: 5 miles - 8km 
Approximate time taken to walk route: 3 hours 
 

 
Start: St Teilo’s Church, Llantilio Crossenny (Grid Reference: SO 398 150)

Limited parking at church 
The Hog’s Head pub is on the route at Great Treadam Farm  
 

 
No of Stiles: 13 
Field paths with some tracks and lanes 
Ascent and descent to and from White Castle 

 

 
Starting from St Teilo’s Church, this route passes Hen Gwrt, the site of a 
moated manor house, and crosses fields to join a section of the Three Castles 
Walk as it rises to White Castle. The return route follows the Offa’s Dyke Path 
National Trail down a narrow lane and back across fields. 
 
Points of interest include St. Teilo’s Church in Llantilio Crossenny, White Castle 
and  Hen Gwrt (both under the care of CADW). Further information about the
